Economic Impact Report Summary

UK flour milling is an essential
sector, underpinning UK food
security, food safety and a
thriving food industry.

A study into the economic impact of the UK flour
milling industry by Policy Points found milling is one

of the most productive industries in the UK. Milling’s
gross economic value added GVA per employee of
£141,000, outstrips sectors such as manufacturing

and construction; it is more than double the £64,000
GVA for the economy overall. This productivity is
sustained by innovation, allied to substantial and
ongoing investment in new mills and new technologies
amounting to £250 million in the last decade alone.
